HOW ARE WE LIVING OUT OUR MISSION?

We ‘re so excited to share that more children are being rescued and welcomed into the Esperanza Viva
family, like Yaret, 16, who arrived in June and is now safely in her new home. Every child who comes
through our doors is a life changed, and it’s because of sponsors that make this possible.

Already in 2025, we’ve welcomed 103 new sponsors—more than we had in all of 2024!

What's even more incredible is how these connections
grow into real, meaningful relationships rooted in love,
hope, and shared faith.

One beautiful example is Mateo, 10 and his sponsor, Anna.
They connect over Zoom every month, and their friendship
has become something really special. They’re both counting
down the days until they see each other again when Anna
visits this fall.

Stories like theirs remind us that sponsorship doesn’t just
support—it brings lasting change and lifelong impact.

95 children are living at Esperanza Viva Youth Home, where they’re receiving
daily meals, education, love, community, and a safe place to grow.

This quarter also included several family reintegrations—a reminder that each child’s
journey is unique. Some stay with us for years, others return to live with relatives or
guardians, and some choose to take the next steps toward independence as they mature
and become ready to face new challenges.
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At Nations School, raising leaders is central to the mission. The school nurtures students spiritually,
emotionally, and intellectually to live with purpose.

This year, the team guided students through a discipleship journey focused on building faith and
character. The theme, “Under Construction”, centered on Jesus’ teachings from the Sermon on the
Mount. Through devotionals, intentional mentorship, and a culture rooted in biblical truth, students are
learning to make decisions grounded in values that will guide them for life.

After a recent school community gathering Lety Gonzalez, Academic Director at Nations School, shared:

“We've seen real growth—not just in academics, but in their attitudes, their faith, and how they
treat others. We believe in what this school is doing and want to be part of it.”

We have a vision beyond education and are confident that through Nations School we can shape
tomorrow’s leaders—ready to impact their communities with courage and compassion.

As the 2024-2025 school year closed out, Nations School looks ahead to continuing this journey of
growth and leadership.

In July, we celebrated 36 graduates across all levels—each shaped academically, spiritually, and socially.
Many are now stepping into the next chapter with a heart to serve, lead, and grow in their God-
given purpose.
